Milbourn pleads guilty to 2nd-degree murder

An argument, two bullets and a hidden grave were the fate that awaited Rhonda Burgess when she
entered the home of her ex-husband Michael Milbourn Sr. in November 1981.
Twenty-four years later, it is now up to ajudge to decide the fates of Mr. Milbourn and his mother,
Shirley Milbourn, after the two pleaded guilty Thursday to their parts in committing and covering up
Ms. Burgess murder.
"We agreed with it,"” Kenny Burgess, Rhonda's older brother, said of guilty pleas. "It was time to get this
thing put behind us.”
Mrs. Milbourn, 67, pleaded guilty Thursday to second-degree murder for shooting 22- year-old Ms.
Burgess in the Milbourn home at 2609 Mitchell Ave. Mr. Milbourn, 44, pleaded guilty to abandonment
of a corpse and tampering with physical evidence for hisrole in cleaning up the crime scene and burying
Ms. Burgess body
In exchange for their guilty pleas, prosecutors dropped a second-degree murder charge against Mr.
Milbourn and promised not to file additional charges against either him or Mrs. Milbourn. Mrs.

- maximum penalty of life in prison, while Mr. Milbourn faces up to eight yearsin prison.
Ms. Burgess and Mr. Milbourn were married for alittle more than ayear before divorcing in January
1981. They had one son, Michael Milbourn Jr.
Ms. Burgess was reported missing in 1981, but police closed the investigation into her disappearancein
1982. After atip from Mrs. Milbourn's granddaughter in May 2005, the case was reopened as a murder
investigation, and human remains of Ms. Burgess were recovered and identified through DNA.
On Thursday, Mrs. Milbourn matter-of-factly described how Ms. Burgess had come to her home to visit
Michael Milbourn Jr. on November 28, 1981. According to her testimony, Ms. Burgess was yelling and
threatening to take the child. Mrs. Milbourn went upstairs to get the child. Ms. Burgess remained in the
kitchen and argued with Mr. Milbourn. She started hitting him. He yelled for help.
"I went in the bedroom and got a shotgun and brought it down the stairs,” Mrs. Milbourn said. " She was
still talking and | shot her."
Mrs. Milbourn said Ms. Burgess had a knife. She said she shot Ms. Burgess twice, and then she and Mr.
Milbourn took the body and buried it on family-owned farmland in Andrew County Mr. Milbourn later
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returned to the scene and mopped up the blood in the kitchen.

" went to get the body, cleaned up at the house," he said during testimony Thursday " Cleaned the blood
up and hid the body"

Prosecutors dropped the murder charges against Mr. Milbourn after he pleaded guilty to the two lesser
charges despite the fact that the statute of limitations had expired.

Buchanan County Prosecuting Attorney Dwight Scroggins said the new charges reflected what the
evidence in the case supported.

"I think it was the best decision for (Mr. Milbourn) because he was in fact guilty of the two offenses he
pled to," agreed Tim Warren, Mr. Milbourn's defense attorney "He was not guilty of murder. | think it
gave closure to the case. | think it gave Mike the chance to do the right thing."

Family members of the Mil-bourns declined to comment on Thursday's proceedings. Mrs. Milbourns
defense attorneys, Tara Cluck and Dawn Williams, also declined to comment.

Mrs. Milbourn faces 10 years to life in prison for murder, while Mr. Milbourn faces a maximum penalty
of eight yearsin prison and a $10,000 fine for his actions. As part of the plea agreement, prosecutors
recommended a cap of 30 yearsin prison for Mrs. Milbourn and atotal of eight yearsin prison for Mr.
Milbourn with credit given to him for time spent in the Buchanan Count Jail.

Judge Dan Kellogg ordered sentencing assessment report for Mrs. Milbourn. Sentencing for both mother
and son is scheduled for 2 p.m.

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Resolution 24 years after killing
Milbourn pleads guilty to 2nd-degree murder

An argument, two bullets and a hidden grave were the fate that awaited Rhonda Burgess when she
entered the home of her ex-husband Michael Milbourn Sr. in November 1981.
Twenty-four years later, it is now up to ajudge to decide the fates of Mr. Milbourn and his mother,
Shirley Milbourn, after the two pleaded guilty Thursday to their parts in committing and covering up
Ms. Burgess murder.
"We agreed with it,"” Kenny Burgess, Rhonda's older brother, said of guilty pleas. "It was time to get this
thing put behind us.”
Mrs. Milbourn, 67, pleaded guilty Thursday to second-degree murder for shooting 22- year-old Ms.
Burgess in the Milbourn home at 2609 Mitchell Ave. Mr. Milbourn, 44, pleaded guilty to abandonment
of a corpse and tampering with physical evidence for hisrole in cleaning up the crime scene and burying
Ms. Burgess body
In exchange for their guilty pleas, prosecutors dropped a second-degree murder charge against Mr.
Milbourn and promised not to file additional charges against either him or Mrs. Milbourn. Mrs.

- maximum penalty of life in prison, while Mr. Milbourn faces up to eight yearsin prison.
Ms. Burgess and Mr. Milbourn were married for alittle more than ayear before divorcing in January
1981. They had one son, Michael Milbourn Jr.
Ms. Burgess was reported missing in 1981, but police closed the investigation into her disappearancein
1982. After atip from Mrs. Milbourn's granddaughter in May 2005, the case was reopened as a murder
investigation, and human remains of Ms. Burgess were recovered and identified through DNA.
On Thursday, Mrs. Milbourn matter-of-factly described how Ms. Burgess had come to her home to visit
Michael Milbourn Jr. on November 28, 1981. According to her testimony, Ms. Burgess was yelling and
threatening to take the child. Mrs. Milbourn went upstairs to get the child. Ms. Burgess remained in the
kitchen and argued with Mr. Milbourn. She started hitting him. He yelled for help.
"I went in the bedroom and got a shotgun and brought it down the stairs,” Mrs. Milbourn said. " She was
still talking and | shot her."
Mrs. Milbourn said Ms. Burgess had a knife. She said she shot Ms. Burgess twice, and then she and Mr.
Milbourn took the body and buried it on family-owned farmland in Andrew County Mr. Milbourn later
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returned to the scene and mopped up the blood in the kitchen.

" went to get the body, cleaned up at the house," he said during testimony Thursday " Cleaned the blood
up and hid the body"

Prosecutors dropped the murder charges against Mr. Milbourn after he pleaded guilty to the two lesser
charges despite the fact that the statute of limitations had expired.

Buchanan County Prosecuting Attorney Dwight Scroggins said the new charges reflected what the
evidence in the case supported.

"I think it was the best decision for (Mr. Milbourn) because he was in fact guilty of the two offenses he
pled to," agreed Tim Warren, Mr. Milbourn's defense attorney "He was not guilty of murder. | think it
gave closure to the case. | think it gave Mike the chance to do the right thing."

Family members of the Mil-bourns declined to comment on Thursday's proceedings. Mrs. Milbourns
defense attorneys, Tara Cluck and Dawn Williams, also declined to comment.

Mrs. Milbourn faces 10 years to life in prison for murder, while Mr. Milbourn faces a maximum penalty
of eight yearsin prison and a $10,000 fine for his actions. As part of the plea agreement, prosecutors
recommended a cap of 30 yearsin prison for Mrs. Milbourn and atotal of eight yearsin prison for Mr.
Milbourn with credit given to him for time spent in the Buchanan Count Jail.

Judge Dan Kellogg ordered sentencing assessment report for Mrs. Milbourn. Sentencing for both mother
and son is scheduled for 2 p.m. Jan. 27.
